a.  You need the Adobe Acrobat reader to open these files

8. Rich text format - .rtf

a. Readable by most word processing programs

9. Word perfect document - .wpd
10. Movie – .mov

11. Video – .avi

12. Movie – .asf

13. Movie - .mpeg  .mp2  .mpg

14. Picture - .jpg (small file size)
a. Compression results in small file size

b. Supported by web browsers

15. Picture - .gif 
a. Supported by web browsers

b. Can be animated with a gif animation program

16. Picture - .bmp (large file size)
a. Does not support compression, so files are typically large

b. Not supported by web browsers

17. Sound – mp3

a. Compressed audio format with very little degradation in quality

b. Very popular way to store music. 

18. Sound – wav

a. uncompressed audio format on Windows

b.  Supported on almost all computer systems.

19. Sound - .mid 

a. Very small file size
b. Usually of sub-standard quality
